

BASIC INSTRUCTIONAL PROGRAM

In keeping with its commitment to provide equal educational opportunities for each child, the Evangeline Parish School Board recognizes that the basic instructional program in the district's schools consist of those required courses that lead to high school graduation, including students in special and alternative schools as listed in the Louisiana Handbook for School Administrators, Bulletin 741. A variety of other courses and programs shall also be offered. Regardless of the high school they attend, students throughout the district shall be given equal opportunity in course and program selection.

Although particular course offerings and teaching approaches may vary school to school and area to area, programs in basic curriculum areas shall be coordinated and sequenced to grade level so that students can make satisfactory progress throughout their school careers. In all instances, the elementary curriculum, middle school curriculum, and high curriculum shall meet the educational requirements established by state statute and the Louisiana Department of Education.

LANA/DAT/DIG MONITORING TEAM
The Evangeline Parish School Board has established a LANA/DAT/DIG MONITORING Team, consisting of the instructional supervisory staff and other LANA trained administrators/personnel. The purpose of the LANA/DAT/DIG MONITORING Team is to monitor instructional programs such as Math Everyday Counts, ITIP (Madeline Hunter), etc. The team shall make unscheduled visits to schools, observing classroom instruction where these programs exist. At the completion of the school observation, a report shall be given to the principal, citing commendations of the school observation; a report shall be given to the principal, citing commendations of the program and recommendations for improving the instructional programs viewed, with no names being given. Two (2) weeks after the date of the team visit, the principal shall be expected to submit a follow-up Plan of Action to the Superintendent's Office, showing how he/she and the school staff intend to improve the instructional programs at their school.

REGULATIONS

1. The existence or continued use of an in-parish monitoring program in which individual teachers are observed shall at no time be referenced and/or used against a teacher or principal in any proceeding, formal or informal, including, but not limited to, a grievance proceeding, termination hearing, tenure hearing, or hearings held pursuant to La. Rev. Stat. Ann. §17:444.

2. The School Board's in-parish monitoring program is not designed to and shall at no time be considered remediation for any alleged deficiency in a teacher's or principal's performance.

students in grades 5 and 9 transferring to the public school system shall be required to take the 4th and 8th grade LEAP 21 tests in order to determine the appropriate grade levels.

ACHIEVEMENT TESTING 

A parent of a child in home study may request the Superintendent to permit the child to be administered the LEAP 21 tests. Such tests shall occur on the date of the test as determined by the Superintendent. The examination shall be administered with the same restrictions and under similar conditions as provided to students enrolled in public schools with a certified teacher administering the test. The parent shall be provided the student's score and whether the student passed the examination and met the state performance standards.

A testing fee of up to thirty-five dollars ($35) or the maximum allowed by the state may be charged to cover actual costs of administering, scoring, and reporting the results of the tests.

ELIGIBILITY AND PARTICIPATION 

1. Students must meet all eligibility requirements for the particular club, organization, or activity in order to be allowed to participate. The qualification process for membership/participation shall be stated in the organization's bylaws and adequate notification/publications be provided to allow maximum opportunity for participation.

2. Students should not be allowed to miss any class in which they are presently failing in order to participate in an activity.

3. Students will not be allowed to participate in any athletic event or other school activity while they are under suspension, in-school suspension, or expulsion from school.

4. Students must be in attendance at least one half of the school day in order to participate in an event scheduled that night.

5. When students who miss school for co-curricular or extracurricular activities, they must make up all classwork missed as soon as possible in keeping with individual school policies.

6. Students who miss school for an approved co-curricular or extracurricular activity will not be counted as absent from the classes missed.

All students, both junior high and high school students, with less than eighteen

(18) units toward graduation must be enrolled in at least five (5) subjects and must pass at least five subjects which count toward graduation or promotion and earn a grade point average of 1.5 or better in all subjects pursued during the semester prior to participation.

8. No student otherwise eligible to participate in an extracurricular activity shall be limited in the number of such activities in which the student may participate during the school year.

Special Education Student Participation 

All non-academic and extracurricular services and activities shall be offered to each exceptional child in a way which allows equal opportunity to participate in such services and activities.

APPEAL

Any determination of a positive test and resulting penalty may be appealed by the student to the Superintendent or his/her designee. The student involved shall file the appeal with the Superintendent within five (5) days of the date of notification of test results. Upon a proper showing, the appeal process shall include a retest of the original sample performed by or for the Evangeline Parish School Board at the parent's expense.

OTHER GUIDELINES

The Superintendent or his/her designee shall implement guidelines that ensure the fair enforcement of this policy and maintain strict confidentiality. The drug testing guidelines established herein are to be employed in conjunction with and in addition to other School Board policies which prescribe penalties for the possession of, use of, consumption of, being under the influence of, and/or distribution of illegal or prohibited substances on school grounds or at any school related functions.

CONFIDENTIALITY

All drug tests shall be considered confidential information and handled accordingly. Information regarding a student's test shall be released only under the following conditions:

1. Information that a student involved in extracurricular activities tested positive on a drug test shall be immediately communicated by the testing laboratory to the Evangeline Parish Drug-Free Supervisor or Coordinator. The School Board administrator shall inform only the school principal and/or the sponsor of the extracurricular program. The principal shall notify the parents of the positive tests results, and/or;

2. Information that must be released due to a subpoena or judicial order. PARENTAL RELEASE

The parent(s) or guardians) and the student shall release the Evangeline Parish School Board, its members (both individually and in their official capacity), the Evangeline Parish School District, as well as any employee, teacher, principal or other school administrator or personnel from any liability in connection with this policy, the administration of the testing procedures and/or test results, any warranties addressing the accuracy of said tests and any and all medical or laboratory procedures employed by the referring laboratory. It is expressly understood that the Evangeline Parish School Board assumes no responsibility for the diagnosis or treatment of any disease or condition that may become known as a result of any laboratory test(s) conducted in the implementation of this drug testing program.
