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* Evangeline Central:  Forty six students received their GEDs from Evangeline Central’s Options Program for 2009-10.  No credit for these GEDs was given because, by state guidelines, all option students are listed as 9th graders.  A graduation cohort is calculated based on the number of students who enter 9th grade and four years later graduate with a high school diploma. This being the case, Evangeline Central was given a 0% graduation cohort rate by the State Department of Education even though they do not have a 9-12 grade configuration. Students remain as ninth graders until they earn a GED. This is a disservice to the faculty and students of Evangeline Central who have worked so hard to make the Options Program successful and misrepresents the overall graduation rate for the district.
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
